Pattern for Revival Fires Part 3  - Anointing 

 
1 Peter 2:5 
Stones built into – spiritual house 
We are the Temple of Holy Spirit 
 
The Masterplan revealed to the people of God in the OT was 
 The Temple 
 The Priesthood  
 The Sacrifice 
 
The same plan exists in the New 
 
No need for the Tabernacle without the sacrifices.  
No need for the Priesthood without sacrifices 
So we need to understand the sacrifices 
 
1 Peter 2:5 we are a royal priesthood and temple to offer spiritual 
sacrifices acceptable to God. 
 
What is a sacrifice? God only honours that which He has ordered, not 
what we call sacrifices 
 
God called on us to cleanse ourselves James 4:8 cleanse your hands, purify 
your hearts – 1 Corinthians 6 know you not your body is the Temple – 
therefore glorify God in your body. We need to house clean our lives, 
ourselves. 
 
2 Corinthians 16 – separate yourselves, touch not the unclean thing and I 
will receive you. Just because we are under the dispensation of grace it 
makes no difference what we do is not a correct thought pattern. 
 
We can stop the anointing that quick by touching the unclean. 
 

 



Adam was given a job Genesis 2:15 put him in the garden to cultivate it, 
that means there must have been weeds (not thorns or thistles part of the 
curse). We need to pull out the weeds in our lives, too many Christians are 
just drips in the kingdom. God wants to open the floodgates. 
 
Mark 4:19 – parable of four seeds. Four seeds sown two died, two lived. 
The cares of the world choked the word and it was not fruitfuil, it did not 
die. 
 
When you become part of the kingdom of the priesthood we must get on 
with the work. The anointing is in us. 
 
There is nothing wrong with saying we have some problems, but we must 
deal with those weeds, so that our anointing can produce fruit. 
 
Our output for God is in direct proportion to our input from God less 
internal leakages/blockages. 
 
So what are acceptable sacrifice’s? There are 5 major sacrifices revealed 
in the OT 
 
 Leviticus 1 –   burnt offering 
 Leviticus 2 –   meal offering 
 Leviticus 3 -   Peace offering 
 Leviticus 4 -  Sin Offering 
 Leviticus 5&6 -  Trespass Offering 
 
Every priest had to know each of these offerings no matter what their 
vocations. 
 
Out of the 5 major offerings the first 3 were voluntary a sweet savour to 
the Lord. The last two are compulsory offerings. 
 
Leviticus 7:7 – Difference between the 2 compulsory offering Lev 4:22 a 
ruler, the head of the household had to kill the sin offering. Lev 5:6 
trespass/guilt offering are the same this offering is killed by the priest. 

  



The sin offering is killed by the sinner. The guilt/trespass offering is killed 
by the priest. 
 
Jesus is all 5 offerings. But if the offering is not appropriated to our lives it 
means nothing. As an example we know Jesus is the sin offering for the 
whole world, but there is a hell where many will go because they have not 
appropriated the sin offering. Everyone is destined from birth for eternity 
you do not need Jesus to guarantee eternity only our destination. 
 
You are only born again once, He is faithful for all repentance from then. 
There is one offering that remains to be offered. We as the sinner killed 
the sin offering. 
 
There is one mandatory offering to be taken care of by the priest – the 
trespass offering, otherwise we will be cut off from God. 
 
Priesthood is inherited by blood and by being born again. A priest has to 
learn about the offerings. 
 
Jesus was not born perfect but sinless. Jesus grew in wisdom and stature. 
 
When we come into the priesthood we are babes and we need to learn and 
grow in how to offer the spiritual sacrifices. 
 
Leviticus 1 burnt offering counterpart Romans 12:1 
Lev 2 meal offering counterpart Heb 13:16 
Leviticus 3 peace offering counterpart Heb 13:15 
Leviticus 4 sin offering Counterpart - Anywhere the mention of shed 
blood of Jesus 
Leviticus 5-6 trespass offering Counterpart 1 John 1:7-9 
 
Matthew 6:9 after this manner pray thee – v12 and forgive us our 
trespasses v13 lead us not into temptation. 
 

 



For if you forgive men their trespasses – as a priesthood we are 
responsible for dealing with the trespass. Not recognizing the trespass 
offering is one of the major snares of the devil. 
 
If we do not forgive others trespasses our destiny is hell, we are cut off 
from God, we have not. 
 
(35 minutes) 2 Cor 2:7 - 10 
 
There are people that feel they cannot attend their home church because 
they had done something wrong and some had refused to forgive them. 
Confirm your love towards them. 
 
Matt 16:18 The major stop of the flow of the anointing in a believers life is 
to do with the trespass. The church is built on the revelation that Peter had 
that Jesus is the Christ the Son of God. I will give unto thee the keys of the 
kingdom of heaven. The key is forgiveness or unforgiveness to loose or 
bind. 
 
Lev 17:1ff – Leviticus 6:2 the trespass is an offence first to God. You have 
to bring the offering to the Lord in the public. Your offering of the trespass 
offering will bring release of the anointing. 
 
(45 minutes) Matt 5:23 whatever the gift you bring to the Lord, cannot be 
accepted until the trespass offering is taken care of. Do not bring your gift 
and expect blessing without first dealing with unforgivness. 
 
 
John 10:10 the enemy comes to steal, kill and destroy, but he cannot if we 
are grafted in the Lord and we have dealt with the trespasses. 
 
God is calling us right now to holiness to see the outpouring of Holy 
Spirit. To do so He needs to release the anointing through us. He needs our 
co-operation in clearing the blockage.
